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Abstract (Bold 10 Font Times New Roman)
The abstract should notify on the study’s participants, methods, results, and conclusions, as well as provide the information accurately and coherently. It should be one long paragraph of about 250 words. (Italized 10 Font Times Roman).
Keywords (10 Bold) - About five key words in alphabetical order, separated by commas (10 Italic)

 Introduction (CENTERED, BOLD 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN)
The introduction should engage the reader in the problem of interest and provide a context for the study at hand. In introducing the research concern, the writer should provide a clear rationale for why the problem deserves new research, placing the study in the context of current knowledge and prior theoretical and empirical work on the topic.

 Research Objective/Hypothesis (CENTERED, BOLD 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN)
The author should state the research objective/hypothesis guiding the study

 Methodology (CENTERED, BOLD 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN)
The writer should provide a thorough description of methods of recruitment, participant characteristics, measures and apparatus, and procedures. Recruitment methods and effects of attrition should be articulated. The writer should take care to thoroughly describe the sample with regard to demographic characteristics, including notation of any characteristics that may have bearing on the results (e.g., socioeconomic status). Measures should be appropriately referenced, including notation of their reliability and validity, and any adaptations to their customary use should be noted. The author should aim to explicate the research design and plan for analysis, noting whether conditions were manipulated or naturalistic, whether groups were randomly assigned, and whether the design explored variables within or between participants.

 Results and Discussion (CENTERED, BOLD 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN)
The results section should include a summary of the collected data and analyses, which follows from the analytic plan. All results should be described, including unexpected findings. Authors should include both descriptive statistics and tests of significance. In the discussion section, the writer evaluates and interprets the findings. In interpreting the results, authors should consider sources of bias and other threats to internal validity, imprecision of measures, overall number of tests or overlap among tests, effect sizes, and other weaknesses of the study. Limitations and a discussion of the importance of the findings should conclude the discussion.

 Conclusion and Recommendation (CENTERED, BOLD 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN)
If the paper extends to this stage- as it is often the case with articles that are extracted from doctorate dissertations or master’s thesis, the writer should outline the conclusion(s) made, which should be consistent with the study’s objective(s). This conclusion(s) should be explicit enough to serve as the new knowledge that was being sought by the study to fill an existing gap that had initially been identified at the introduction stage. The recommendation(s) given here should also be consistent with the study objective(s) and overtly respond to any questions that could have popped out as a result of the study. Recommendation(s) suggested should be credible and practical for the study to have any impact at solving education and social problems.

 References (CENTERED, BOLD 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN)
Authors should present references in APA format. They should ensure that proper citations of all the references in the paper are undertaken and they appear on the reference list. All the references on this list should appear in the work and vice versa. 


N/B: The content below is for other types of articles also published by the Journal of Education and Practices (JEPs)
1. Literature Reviews: Literature reviews, including research syntheses and meta-analyses, are critical evaluations of material that has already been published. In meta-analyses, authors should use quantitative procedures to statistically combine the results of studies. By organizing, integrating, and evaluating previously published material, authors of literature reviews should consider the progress of research toward clarifying a problem. In a sense, literature reviews are tutorials, in that the authors should:

• define and clarify the problem;
• summarize previous investigations to inform the reader of the state of research;
• identify relations, contradictions, gaps, and inconsistencies in the literature; and
• suggest the next step or steps in solving the problem.

N/B: The components of literature reviews can be arranged in various ways (e.g., by grouping research based on similarity in the concepts or theories of interest, methodological similarities among the studies reviewed, or the historical development of the field).

2. Theoretical Articles: In theoretical articles, authors draw on existing research literature to advance theory. Literature reviews and theoretical articles are often similar in structure, but theoretical articles present empirical information only when it advances a theoretical issue. Authors of theoretical articles trace the development of theory to expand and refine theoretical constructs or present a new theory or analyze existing theory, pointing out flaws or demonstrating the advantage of one theory over another. In this type of article, authors customarily examine a theory's internal consistency and external validity.
 
N/B: For Theoretical papers the content should include: Introduction. Literature Review. Theoretical Analysis. Application. Conclusions. References.)
3. Methodological Articles: Methodological articles present new methodological approaches, modifications of existing methods, or discussions of quantitative and data analytic approaches to the community of researchers. These articles focus on methodological or data analytic approaches and introduce empirical data only as illustrations of the approach. Methodological articles are presented at a level that makes them accessible to the well read researcher and provide sufficient detail for researchers to assess the applicability of the methodology to their research problem. Further, the article allows the reader to compare the proposed methods with those in current use and to implement the proposed methods. In methodological articles, highly technical materials (e.g., derivations, proofs, details of simulations) should be presented in appendices or as supplemental materials to improve the overall readability of the article.

4. Case Study Articles:  Case studies are reports of case materials obtained while working with an individual, a group, a community, or an organization. Case studies illustrate a problem; indicate a means for solving a problem; and/or shed light on needed research, clinical applications, or theoretical matters. In writing case studies, authors should carefully consider the balance between providing important illustrative material and using confidential case material responsibly.
